Sailing Instructions

The Sailing Instructions and Changes to the Sailing Instructions will be posted on the BS&BC Notice Board at the entrance to the Marina the day prior to their taking effect.

The Race Committee will fly Code Flag “L” from the Race Committee Boat and skippers may approach the Race Committee Boat, prior to the first Warning gun, and receive clarification of any changes to the Sailing Instructions and receive confirmation of Divisional start times and the course to be sailed.

Skippers may also determine any change to the Sailing Instructions by listening to Marine V.H.F. Channel 09 before the first Warning Signal.

No yacht, or it’s Skipper or it’s Crew, may communicate individually with the Race Committee in any manner after the first Warning signal other than to advise of their retiring from a race but may receive any communications that the Race Committee may chose to broadcast to all competitors.

All yachts racing will display a Divisional Pennants for the Division in which they are registered for racing at the time of the race.

Yachts failing to display the correct Pennant at the first Warning signal will be scored DNS.

Before the first Warning signal, each competing yacht will attempt to sail close to the stern of the BS&BC Race Committee Boat, each boat with it’s mainsail up, so that the yacht’s sail number and Divisional Pennant may be recorded by the BS&BC Race Committee.

The Start

The Start shall be between the Committee Boat and a floating mark positioned near the East pier (the pier with the Lighthouse) of the Burlington Canal.

Warning Signal (All Races) 10:00 hrs.

Start Sequence

• 00 Minutes Warning Signal

• 05 Minutes Start, Non-Flying Sails.

• 10 Minutes Start, Flying Sails.

Races will be started using RRS 26, with each Division starting at 5-minute intervals and the starting signal for each Division shall be the Warning signal for the next Division.

Time Limit for all races (finish of the event): 18:00 hrs.

Rounding Marks

The Rounding Marks shall be an Orange inflatable mark outside BHYC  (mark 1) and the CCIW Tower (Mark 2).

A change of course after the start will be signaled before the first yacht in the race has begun the affected leg of the course.

Finish

The Finish shall be an imaginary extension of the Burlington Canal East Pier.

Competing yachts shall pass within 50 metres of the Pier. (unless safety considerations such as traffic entering the Canal, or weather related conditions, mandate that a greater distance to the pier must be allowed). Finishing times will be taken by an observer stationed on the pier but in addition it is recommended that skippers take their finish time and the time of the boat behind them from an onboard GPS receiver. The skipper will communicate their finish time to the BS&BC Race Committee on the day of the race, by either sending an e-mail to coll4travel@cogeco.ca or calling or texting to 905-975-6201.
Protests

Protests will be written on the forms provided by the BS&BC Race Committee and obtainable from the BS&BC Club House or a GHYRA Contact given in Section 11 of the GHYRA Scoring Instructions.

Part 5 of the RRS shall govern, except that the Time Limits for delivering the written protest as described in RRS Section 61.3 shall be as follows: -

Written Notification of the intent to protest must be delivered to a BS&BC contact within six (6) hours of the finish of the event. “Delivered” in this case shall include: -

• By email with a time stamp within the 6 hour period.

• By hand to BS&BC and a timed receipt obtained from a responsible person who may be reasonably expected to be able represent that Club.

• If the Written Notification submitted is not on the form provided by the BS&BC Race Committee then as a minimum it must specify the yacht being protested, the time of the incident (at Start, mark rounding etc.) and the rule under which the protest is being made. Where an abbreviated initial notification is used, then a completed protest submission on the Club form must follow within 48 hours. A Protest Committee will be established by the BS&BC and will hear protests within the most practicable period. Notices of Protest will be posted within 24 hours of receipt by the BS&BC Race Committee Chair, provided they are received by that Chair within the prescribed time period.

Communications

All yachts competing will have a Marine V.H.F. Radio equipped and operational for transmitting and receiving.

A yacht shall not communicate during the race, either with other competitors, or externally to race participants by means not available to other boats.

Communication by the Race Committee prior to the 1st Warning Gun will be through Marine VHF Channel 09. After their start, all competing boats will monitor Marine VHF Channel 16. 

The Race Committee shall begin any communications on Marine VHF. Channel 16 with the message: -

“All Stations, Fred Gillbank Race, this is the BS&BC Race Committee, BS&BC Race Committee, BS&BC Race Committee, go to Channel XX, Channel XX, Channel XX. Further information will then be transmitted over Marine VHF Channel XX.”

If a yacht retires from a race, the Skipper shall report to the Race Committee Boat through Marine VHF radio or cellular telephone (905 975-6201), where possible. Where immediate communication with the Race Committee Boat is not possible, the Skipper will contact BS&BC and the GHYRA Representative or the GHYRA Representative of their respective Club.

Failure to communicate withdrawal from a race may result in disqualification.

Safety

It is the responsibility of every yacht’s Owner, Skipper and Individual Crew Members to ensure that the competing yacht is well found, adequately equipped, the Owner, Skipper and each Individual Crew Member is both trained, competent and experienced in on board and general safety. All on board a given yacht should be able to operate the vessel competently in any wind or water conditions. It is the responsibility of every Owner and Skipper to ensure that all safety equipment and gear required by the Canada Coast Guard is placed on board the vessel in an easily accessible location, and all those aboard are experienced and qualified

in it’s usage.
