SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

1 
RULES

1.1 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing.

1.2 The prescriptions of the Canadian Yachting Association will apply.

1.3
The PHRF Rules will apply to boats racing in PHRF divisions. The Portsmouth Rules will apply to boats racing in the Dinghy and Multi-hull divisions. One design classes are subject to their class rules. A minimum of 5 boats are required to establish a One Design class start.


1.4
Instruction 11.4 changes rule A4, scoring.
Instruction 13.2 changes rule 35, time limits and scores, and rule A4, scoring. 
Instruction 15.1 changes rule A9, race scores in a series longer than a regatta.
Instruction 16 changes rule 60.1(a), right to protest.
Instruction 17.2 changes rule 41, outside help.

NOTICES TO COMPETITORS


Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice boards located at the entrance to the storage compound at BS&BC, and near the marina entrance at BS&BC.

CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS


Any change to the sailing instructions will be posted before 9:00 on the day it will take effect.

SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

4.1
Signals made ashore will be displayed at the race committee signal boat at the dock. 

4.2
When flag AP is displayed ashore, “1 minute” is replaced with “not less than 20 minutes” in the race signal AP.

RACING AREA and Courses
7.1
Racing will take place in Burlington Bay.

THE COURSES

7.2        Olympic Course, this course shall be posted with the letter ‘O’ on the back of the Committee Boat

Midline Course, this course shall be posted with the letter ‘M’ on the back of the Committee Boat, followed by a numeral indicating the number of laps, e.g. ’M1’ or ’M2’. Boats shall not cross the start/finish line, unless they are starting or finishing.

MARKS

9.1
All marks will be yellow, red or orange inflatibles.
10
AREAS THAT ARE OBSTRUCTIONS

Areas designated as obstructions: all mooring areas in the harbour and the area between CCIW and its break wall.

11
THE START

11.1
Races will be started by using rule 26 with the warning signal given 5 minutes before the starting signal.

11.2
The starting line will be between a staff displaying an orange flag or orange triangle on the race committee signal boat and the starting mark.

11.3
Boats whose warning signal has not been made shall avoid the starting area.

11.4
A boat starting later than 4 minutes after her starting signal will be scored Did Not Start. This changes rule A4.

12
THE FINISH


The finishing line will be between a staff displaying an orange flag or orange triangle on a race committee boat and the finishing mark.

13
TIME LIMITS 

13.1    Unless otherwise posted or modified by the race committee, the time limit for the first boat to           finish in a class will be 2 1/2 hours. Boats not finishing within 30 minutes of the first boat in that class will be scored Did Not Finish. This modifies rule 35.

13.2    When the time limit expires the race committee will remove visual signals and make one long sound signal.

14
PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS

14.1 
Protest forms are available at the BS&BC clubhouse. Protests shall be delivered to the race committee or their designate within the protest time limit.

14.2
For each class, the protest time limit is 30 minutes after the race committee signal boat docks. The protest time limit will be posted on the official notice boards. 

14.3
Notices will be posted within 30 minutes of the protest time limit to inform competitors of hearings in which they are parties or named as witnesses.

14.4
Notices of protests by the race committee or protest committee will be posted to inform boats under rule 61.1(b). 

15 
SCORING

15.1 If at the conclusion of a series, a boat has no scores other than DNC, that boat’s scores will be excluded and the scores of other boats will be recalculated. This changes rule A9.

15.2 Drops

(a) When fewer than 4 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores. 

(b) When 4 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.

16 
SAFETY REGULATIONS


A boat that retires from a race shall notify the race committee as soon as possible. Breaches of instruction 16 will not be grounds for a protest by a boat. This changes rule 60.1(a), protests. Penalties for these breaches may be less than disqualification if the protest committee so decides.
17
RADIO COMMUNICATION

17.1 A boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats, except as permitted in instruction 17.2 below. This restriction also applies to mobile telephones. 

17.2 The race committee may communicate with boats using VHF International channel 72. A boat racing or intending to race may communicate with another boat or the race committee in the case of an emergency or to relay a message. This changes rule 41.

18
PRIZES

18.1
Victory trophy will be awarded to the BS&BC boat with the total lowest total corrected time.

18.2 
The Convoy Cup will be awarded to the boat with the lowest total corrected time in NFS.
18.3     The Burgatta trophy will be awarded to the boat with the lowest total corrected time in FS.
18.4 
Flags.


Flags will be awarded for the top 3 boats in each fleet. If fewer than 4 boats qualify in a fleet, the number of flags awarded will be the number of boats, less one. If only 1 boat qualifies, a flag will be awarded.
